Contest Rules

1) Essay topic is “How | practice the three Rs: Reduce, reuse and recycle.”

2) Essays must be between 500-750 words in length, typed or legibly printed. Non-legible
entries will be disqualified at the discretion of Recycle Ann Arbor.
